* Loosen all bolts on both sides of vehicle initially. - Bushing 91420 x2
Be careful of fan shroud and other components while - Steel tube 63mm long x2
lifting.

* Proceed by replacing mounts from 1 side of vehicle at a time. - M12 x 110mm bolt x4

Note - Ford mounts need to be ‘hit’ apart. Access bolts - M12 nut x6
from inside of vehicle and loosen (but do not remove bolt yet).
Now hit bolt downwards with mallet - to loosen mount away - Washer 35mm OD x12
from frame. - Washer 44mm OD x6

_ . - Washer 63mm OD x6
* Replace 1 mount at a time, but do not tighten bolts yet - note - Washer 76mm OD x6
