Measure forward from the B-pillar 210mm and rearward 540mm. Create references at these 
points with a marker on the weather strip.

Carefully drop the hood liner as per Ford factory instructions.

Pilot drill a 6mm diameter hole through the weather strip and roof sheet at the references made in 
step 2. Use a drill stop set to 10mm to ensure airbags are not damaged under the roof sheet.

Use a 11mm drill bit and open up the hole in the weather strip made previously. Do not drill 
through the sheet metal. Using a drill stop and incrementally increasing depth will ensure roof 
sheet will be protected.

Vacuum any swarf from the vehicle. Apply cold galvanising paint to any exposed bodywork. Allow 
time to dry as per specifications on container.

Apply butyl mastic to the anchor bolt and star washer as shown. Carefully insert the assembly into 
the holes drilled.

Hold the anchor bolt in place with a wide flat head screwdriver and secure with an M6 nyloc nut, 
using a 10mm socket.

Note: Repeat steps 4 to 8 on all points referenced in step 2.
