Move to the side of the vehicle. Use a step ladder to get access to the vehicle.
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WARNING:
Disconnect battery before
removing roof liner. To ensure all
power has dissipated form the
capacitors pump the brakes a few
times and turn the lights on and
off.

Be sure battery is disconnected. Unscrew and
remove the grab handles from the A-pillar.

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Remove the centre plastic cover
plate from the rear seatbelt,
behind the seat.

Remove the top plastic cover
plate from the seatbelts, behind
the rear seat.

Remove the plastic panels from
the side of the rear doors. The
are held in place with clips, apply
slightly increasing force untill they
pop free.




Using a flat blade screw driver, carefully pull the fastening latch
down on the hooks in the roof.

‘ disengaged, the
hook can be
removed.

Once all the trims and screws have been removed, begin the gently pull down
on the roof lining from the rear of the car, the roof lining is affixed by mag-
nets and when you gently apply pressure it will disconnect and should provide
enough access to the roof.

Note: the front of the roof lining will not lower, the camera and glasses box
does not need to be removed for this task.




At the front and rear of the roof, with a trim tool, pry up the ditch fill and begin to
lift. Do not try to completely remove the ditch fill at this stage. Lift only until the
tooling mark on the fill as shown.

Note: The rubber fill is held in
place by two studs, one at the
front and one at the rear.
Carefully applied force will free
the ditch fill.

Measure towards the centre of the vehicle from these tooling marks and create a
reference with a marker, at the dimensions shown.

Carefully cut the ditch fill at these reference points and remove the front and rear
section of fill.

Clean the ditch where the fill has been removed.
(A) Using butyl mastic, apply the sealant to all exposed holes in the roof.
(B) Add 2x butyl patches to these holes in the roof.

(B) Peel off protective strip to expose
adhesive surface.

Assemble M6 hardware into the Ridge Mount Rails as shown.
Note that the centre mount holes are used only.
