Removing Anchor Point Covers

Prior to Assembly, check that your Roof Rack Box contains all Fig 1 FRONT
the parts as listed above. Ensure the vehicle roof is clean and dry. LEFT

You will need a cutting blade/knife to cut the buffer strip to the
required length (Step 11).

You may want to use a protective cloth when installing your \
racks to protect the vehicle’s roof from any dents and scratches. e e
1. On the vehicle you will find 4 Anchor Point Covers in the Fig 2
locations shown in (Fig 1 + Diagram A.)

The removal method of these covers will differ from one

make/model of vehicle to the next. = Anchor

2. - Slide / Twist & Remove / Unclip & Remove - covers to
reveal the anchor points. Refer to your vehicle Owner’s Manual for
further instruction. (Diagram B+C)

Your vehicle will have 2 sets of anchoring threads per anchor point.
For this fitment you will only be using the front most anchor point.
It is advisable to screw the Special Bolts supplied, into the
anchor points at this time to ensure the thread path is
un-obstructed.

If your anchor point covers are removable, store them in
a safe place, whilst roof-racks are in use.
ie. Glove Compartment /Storage cavities within vehicle’s trim.

3. The End Support Adapters & Rubber Pads
are a set. Place the Rubber Pads over the
Anchor Point cavities.

The Orientation Arrow on the Gasket is a
guide to help with locating on vehicle. (Fig 3a)

Front Gaskets = Arrow facing towards the front
of the vehicle.

Rear Gaskets = Arrow facing towards the rear
of the vehicle.

4. The centre hole on the Adapter & pads /’

set should visually line-up with the anchor Ori ion A

point in your vehicle’s roof channel.(Fig 3b.) rientation Arrow K
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4. Your crossbars may differ in length. The longer
cross-bar is identified with a “FRONT” sticker located on
the underside of the cross-bar. Place the front and rear
cross-bars onto their respective bases.(Fig 4a)

Make sure the End Supports and Adapters have fully
engaged.

5. Visually allign the following: End Support,

End Support Adapter, Rubber Pad & Anchor Point.
Feed the Special Bolt Supplied through holes and
down into the Anchor Point.

Using the Assembly ‘L’ Key supplied, tighten the bolt to
fasten all parts together.(Fig 4b.)

A firm hand tightness is required. (Approximately 3-5 Nm)

TIP: Whilst tensioning the parts, alternate from left to right hand sides to
ensure even tention on both sides.

6. Locate ends of hinge with cover mount holes.
Flex hinge ends together and line up with cover
mount holes.

Push ends through holes until capped heads of
hinge have entirely pushed through (Fig 5a).

7. Ensure hinge has been mounted correctly
by pushing ends through until you hear an
audible ‘click’ (Fig 5b).

8. Fully extend cover away from End-Support.
Pivot cover on hinge whilst pushing top
downwards until cover is held fixed (Fig 5c).

9. You are now ready to mount your
accessories, eg. Bike Carrier, Kayak carrier, etc.
utilising the ‘Global Channnel’ if applicable(Fig. 6a)

Be sure to cut the buffer strip to size to
completely cover the channel once your
accessory is fitted onto the crossbars.

10. Lock all 4 covers into place with key
provided (Fig. 6b). Remove key and store in a
safe place - eg. with car keys/glove box.

11. Ensure ALL End Support covers are pushed
hard up against the End Support (Fig. 6¢/6d).
You should hear an audible ‘click’ when

cover is fully engaged (Fig. 6d).
