N.B: This installation guide should be used in conjunction with the workshop manual. 

� Note: When adjusting toe angle during wheel aligning loosen the mounting bolts to allow 
sideways movement of the pin. Failure to do so will result in premature failure of the bush.
� Installation of the bush into the arm requires the removal of the hub assy, reasonable mechanical 
knowledge and tools are required to undertake this and therefore it is recommended that  fitment is 
carried out by a licenced trades person.
� After fitment please ensure the locking nuts are tight and the addition of thread lock can also be 
used on the thread.

Install bush assembly so 
that the locking nuts face 
inward to the centre of the 

Install the bush into the eyelet 
flush with the arm face and the half 
moon voids facing toward the front 
and rear of the arm.
