o Jack the vehicle up and support on jack stands;

o Remove the lower control arms;

o Remove original shell part from the housing with the use of a hydraulic press and suitable
pressing tools;

o With reference to the diagrams and the settings required, align the bushing with the bracket so

that the hole in the bushing is positioned to give the desired result;

o Apply the white grease supplied to the bore of the bush, the outside of the crush tube and the
inside of the polyurethane spacers;

o Push in the crush tube and fit the polyurethane spacers;

o Refit the control arm to the vehicle. Tighten all bolts to manufactures torque settings;

o Carry out a wheel alignment.
