o Generously lubricate the outside of the 

control arm peg and the bush bore, then 

push the control arm into the bush and fit 

the bracket, as shown in the Figure 01. 

With reference to the diagrams and the 

settings required, Page 02, fit each bush 

into their respective position; 

o Refit the control arms to the vehicle and 

tighten all bolts to manufacture’s torque 

settings and carry out wheel alignment.
