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o With the vehicle on jack stands/hoist, remove the rear lower control arms; 

o Remove original shell parts from the housing with the use of a hydraulic press and suitable pressing tools; 

o Clean housing areas to remove any old original bushing materials; 

o Apply the grease supplied to outside and inside surfaces of the bushes and the outside of the steel crush 

tubes; 

o Install the new bushes according to Figure 01; 

o Press fit the washers onto the steps on the crush tube ends, see Figure 02; 

o Refit the rear lower control arms to the car and tighten all the bolts; 

o Ensure that all fasteners are torque to manufacturer’s specification and carry out a wheel alignment. 
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Note: the ‘4946’ bush has one side with a bigger chamfer than the other side to 

help installing the bush. Press the side with the bigger chamfer into the arm.
