FACTORY RAIL REMOVAL - FOR BARE ROOF TURN Pg 5

Move to the side of the vehicle. Use a step ladder to get access to the top of the vehicle.

Using a ditch removal tool, carefully pry off the rail covers at the front, middle and rear.

Clips holding cover in place are located
on each side (interior surface).

Be aware of the clips around the covers,
holding them in place. Take care not to
damage.




Using a 13mm socket wrench, carefully remove the bolts holding the rail in place.

Loosen bolts progressively.
Failure to do so could loosen
thread plate within bodywork.

Carefully remove the factory rails. Clean the roof of the vehicle thoroughly.

With the rail removed, the middle rail
mount can be removed.




BARE ROOF INSTALL 5

Carefully remove the rear and middle mounting point covers from
the roof only.
Do not remove the front most covers.

~Slide them forward and lift outward and
off.

Add 2x butyl patches to the exposed threads in the roof.

Peel off
protective strip
to expose
adhesive
surfaces.

FACTORY RAIL ONLY 7

Install a cover plate with M8 x 30mm
cap screws and flat washers.




Assemble M8 hardware into the Ridge Mount Rails as shown.

Install the Ridge Mount hardware as shown below. Tighten with a 13mm spanner.

8-10Nm

M8 flat washer

M8 nyloc nut




Place the Ridge Mount assembly onto the roof. The M8 hardware will pick up the factory threads in

the roof.
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Tighten the M8 hardware with a 6mm allen key to 4-5Nm.
Note: Access hardware through cutouts on side or holes located on top of the rail.

Fitment area can be constrained and
access difficult. If so, tilt the Ridge
Mount slightly to assist.

TITAN TRAY FITMENT

Install the Rola Titan Tray as per corresponding instructions.
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Install the interlocking blocks, as per
Titan Tray Fitting Instructions.

S  Wiring can be run and secured on the
underside of the mount rail as shown.

Check all connections are secure before use.
